.FAMOUS HOARDS 

The Collins Find of 1828 Half Cents (1894). Circa 1894, Benjamin H. 

Collins, a Washington, DC, numismatist, acquired a bag of half cents 

dated 1828, of the 13-stars variety. It is believed that about 1,000 coins 

were involved, all bright uncirculated. By the early 1950s all but a few 

hundred had been distributed in the marketplace, and by now it is likely 

that all have individual owners.

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NOTGELD? 

Notgeld literally means "emergency or necessity money". It was spe-

cial money issued mainly by Germany to deal with the hard economic 

crisis that was brought on by World War I. The first appearance of the 

emergency money was in Germany in July, 1914 and was produced on 

heavy paper. From the start of World War I in 1914 through the end of 

the war in 1918, many nations were going through hard economic times. 

The worst was yet to come for right after the war there was a period that 

lasted several years that had what has been refer to as "hyperinflation 

inferno" throughout Europe. 

Many explanations has been given for this period but the more proba-

bly explanation was an increase in silver value. Silver coins quickly dis-

appeared from circulation and fewer coins were struck in the mints due 

to fewer workers and product shortages. Later nickel and copper coins 

were hoarded and some large cities started hoarded coins for unknown 

contingencies. 

Many towns and villages began to print their own money, that would 

depict the town's buildings, industry or local people. The money was 

usually only valid in the town that produced it. As time went on Notgel 

was often produced with a very high degree of artistic quality in a re-

markable variety of styles. In addition to Germany, Notgeld was printed 

in Austria, Poland, Denmark, Russia and Lithuania.
